Water Saving Tip in the Garden:  DONôT FRET 

OVER YOUR DRY LAWN IN THE SUMMER  - 

Much like autumn leaves turn color and trees and shrubs 

go dormant each fall, grass turns yellow and goes 

dormant in the summer.  The grass will come back to life 

with the fall rains just like the trees and shrubs do each 

spring.  The taller the turf, the deeper the roots.  And the 

deeper the roots, the healthier the plant.  Remember:  

deep, infrequent watering encourages deeper roots.  Fre-

quent, shallow watering encourages shallow roots.  

Deeper = Better.
